However, the EC expressed
"displeasure" over his remarks
and did not take any further
action.

In acommunication sent to
Kumar, the EC asked him to be
cautious in future while mak-
ing statements.

"The Commission has come
to the conclusion that your
above-mentioned comments
violate the said MCC norms.
The Commission has therefore,
decided to convey it's displeas-
ure to you and expects that you
shall excercise caution in
future," the EC said in the letter
sent to Kumar.

On March 27, the poll pan-
el had sought Kumar's
response on his remarks in
which he had attacked the
Congress over its minimum
income guarantee promise.

The Nyay minimum income
guarantee scheme is estimated
to cost %3.26 lakh crore to the
national exchequer. The BJP,
which has criticised the scheme,
has sought to know how it will
be funded. Senior Congress
leader and former Union minis-
ter PChidambaram has also said
the middle class won't bear the
burden for implementation of
the Nyay scheme.
