ForHyundai, fixingthepay-
ment and financing gateways
forCretawaspartof thelaunch
plan but when the entire exer-
cise was impacted by the pan-
demic, thetaskbecamedoubly
critical.“Eversinceits launchin
2015, theCretahasbecome the
benchmarkSUVfortheaspira-
tionalIndianbuyer,”saidTarun
Garg, director, sales and mar-
keting, Hyundai Motor India.
ForHyundai too,Cretasets the
benchmarkas itsmarket share
is up from11per cent in 2015 to
23 per cent in 2019. Hence all
stopswerepulledouttoensure

that nothing, not even a pan-
demic,couldderail the launch.

Asimilarimperativepushed
luxury car maker BMW to
launch a digital facelift of its
entry level SUV BMW X1 in
India andVolkswagen India to
gofortheonlinelaunchofitsT-
Roc. Rudratej Singh, president
and CEO of BMWGroup India
said, “In today's situationwith
thecoronavirusscaresandthe
sentiment being the way it is,
wewouldliketo justencourage
people to use technology. We
are turning adversity into an
opportunity to make sure that
people are safe, but alsohave a
thrilling experience.”

By going digital, luxury car
makers could significantly
widentheir reachseveral stud-
ies have shown. According to
onebyGoogleandKantarTNS,
eventhoughallautopurchases
happen offline, 90 per cent of
car buyers research online
before setting foot into a deal-
ership.Andonce they’reat the

dealership, 65 per cent of car
buyers will continue to do
researchontheirsmartphones.
This holds true for both mass
andpremiumbrands.

For Volkswagen andBMW,
the digital thrust is likely to
hold up through future
launches too, given that the
current pandemic is likely to
increase the influence of
online channels even further.
Anotherautocompanybetting
onadigital future isMGMotor.
The company said it has com-
pletelydigitised theprocessof
bookings and delivery. Plus it
has put out an assurance for
allbuyers.GauravGupta, chief
commercial officer,MGMotor
India said, “In times like
these, ensuring the well-
being of people becomes
paramount. Safetybeingour
topmostpriority, throughthe
‘Disinfect and Deliver’
programme, our focus is
to sanitise throughout the
value chain.”

However even as auto
companies look at ways to tip
the virtual scales in their
favour, experts hold out sever-
al warnings. Customers want
convenience but are wary of
thedangers (dataprivacy, fake
information) thatdigital chan-
nels hold out. “Data privacy
remains a significant concern
forconsumersglobally,with61
percentof thosesurveyedindi-
cating theywould be less will-
ing to buy or use a product or
service if companies use their
personaldata,” foundarecent-
ly released report, ‘Consumer
trust in digital marketing’ by
GroupM.For India,58percent
of consumers said they were
less willing to buy or use a
product or service if compa-
nies use their personal data,
the report said. Transparency
and experiencewill emerge as
keydifferentiatorssaidexperts
and this is drivingmany com-
panies to design personalised
engagementsand interactions
with potential buyers.

CriticalorCovid-positivecasesare,how-
ever, put in the ITU where two beds have
beenkeptfor isolation.Thepathwaytothe
Covid-dedicated ITU, again, is different.
AMRI has an extracorporeal membrane
oxygenation (ECMO) machine that can
serve as life-saving rescue therapy for
refractory respiratory failure.

Medical staff have towear freshPPEevery
timetheyentertheward.DrGuptasaysthe
gear is later incinerated and a fresh one
usednexttime.Remotemonitoringreduces
thepressureonPPEs.Hospitals are seeing
lowerfootfallsbecausepatientsareavoiding
routine visits. Doctors, too, have started
consulting online while elective and
planned surgeries have been put on hold.
Focusistoswiftlymovetocheckthespread
ofpandemic.“It is importanttohaveexpe-
rienced people so that they can identify
Covid-suspect cases,” saysDrMishra.

Motown...
Mumbai-based Mahindra &
Mahindra (M&M) reported a 88
per cent year-on-year fall in its
passenger vehicle (PV) sales for
March amid the lockdown. The
company’s passenger vehicle
sales stood at 3,384 units in
March, down88per cent year on
year.Thedropwasprimarilydriv-
en by its utility vehicle portfolio,
whichaccountedforsalesof3,111
units last month against 25,801
units a year ago.

M&Malsoposteda90percent
decline in its commercial vehicle
(CV) sales, which stood at 2,325
units in March as against 24,423
units during the year-ago period.

“Our performance in March
hasbeenmutedonaccountofthe
impact of the current lockdown
relatedtoCovid19andthedisrup-
tion in our BS-VI ramp-up plan,”
Veejay Ram Nakra, chief execu-
tive officer, automotive division,
M&Msaid.

Talking about the production
scheduleofitsBS-VIvehiclesthat
were hit due to the supply con-
straints from China in February,
Nakra said, “It was planned
betweenFebruaryandMarchbut
wasaffectedduetothechallenges
of parts supply from global and
localsuppliers.Wehavebeenable
to clear our BS-IV inventory, but

forfewerthan100vehicles.However,there
aremanyvehiclesthataresold,butnotyet
registeredbecauseof theclosureofRTOs.”

In the utility vehicle (UVs) category,
whichcontributesnearly100percentofits
total PV sales, M&M sold 10,675 units last
month comparedwith 24,349 units in the
correspondingperiod last year.

RBI raises WMA...
InthecaseoftheCentre,theRBIhadsaidit
might issue bonds if the central govern-
mentutilised75per centof itsWMA.

TheincreaseintheWMAlimitswillhelp
states to rely less on the bond markets,
expertssay.Fortheirfinancingneeds,states
typically borrow from the bond markets,
butthespreadbetweenequivalentmaturi-
ty government bonds and those of states
have increased to more than 120 basis
points,asagainst40-60basispointsinnor-
mal times. Stateshavealso increased their
borrowingfromthebondmarket,whichis
alsoputtingupwardpressure onyields. In
thefirstquarterendingJune30,stateswill
be borrowing ~1.27 trillion from the bond
market.AnincreasebytheRBIintheWMA
limit, even as temporary, helps states to
avoid unplanned borrowings, experts say.
Instead, the states can simply tap the RBI
resourcesinthecaseofliquiditymismatch.
